Siman 46 Seif 4:

One must say every day שלא עשני עכ ו "ם, שלא עשני עב ד and שלא עשני אש ה . Even a convert recites these berachos but he should not say שלא עשני עכו"ם since that is how he was created. Women say .שעשני כרצונ ו
􀂙 There is a disagreement whether one who said the beracha שלא עשני אשה could then go back and say שלא עשני עב ד but many authorities maintain that it may be recited. (M.B. 16)

􀂙 There is a disagreement whether a convert recites the beracha שעשני גר . (M.B. 18)

Siman 46 Seif 5:

If one said כפופים זוקף before מתיר אסורים  he should no longer say .מתיר אסורי ם
􀂙 Authorities disagree with Shulchan Aruch’s ruling and maintain that מתיר אסורים could be recited even though one already recited זוקף כפופים . Pri Megadim advises listening to someone else recited

the beracha. (M.B. 20)

􀂙 If one began a beracha thinking he would recite one beracha and then realized that he should recite a second beracha, he should finish the beracha that he originally intended since the order of the berachos is not essential. (M.B. 20)

Siman 46 Seif 6:

There are those who have the custom to say the beracha הנותן ליעף כ ח but that position does not seem correct. The custom amongst Ashkenazim is to say this beracha.

Siman 46 Seif 7:

There are those who are accustomed to say additional berachos but it is an error on their part.

Siman 46 Seif 8:

If one did not perform the action associated with one of these berachos, for example, he did not hear the rooster, he did not walk, dress or put on a belt, the beracha should be recited without including Hashem’s name. According to others even if one did not perform the associated action the beracha should be recited since the beracha is not about one’s personal experience; rather it is a beracha that Hashem meets the needs of the world. This practice is our custom and one should not deviate. 

􀂙 There is a disagreement whether the berachos of א-לקי נשמה and  המעביר שנ ה could be recited if one was awake all night and Sha’arei Teshuvah concludes that one should listen to someone else recite the berachos. If one slept sixty breaths he may recite the beracha. (M.B. 24)

􀂙 A blind person recites פוקח עורים  and a deaf person recitesהנותן לשכוי בינה 
	Morning Benedictions



	1.. The benediction מתיר אסורים (“He that frees the captives”) comes before the benediction זוקף כפופים (“He that raises the bowed down”). But if one erred and said the latter first, he need not say the former.

2. After the benediction המעביר שנה מעיני (“He that removes sleep from my eyes”), Amen is not responded, as this is but part of the benediction. The rest follows, and Amen is said at the proper end.

3. After the benediction דברי תורה, Amen is responded.

4. If one is awake all night, he says all the benedictions except the following: על נטילת ידיםand אלקי נשמה.

5. If a person did not s all the benedictions before the prayers, he may say them afterwards, besides for the blessing of על נטילת ידים.
