MUSSAF ROSH HASHANA
The Mishnah Rosh HaShana (perek 4, Mishnah 5) provides a detailed description of the Mussaf of Rosh HaShana.  The Mishnah does not provide a description of the other forms of the Amidah.  In addition the Rosh HaShana Mussaf is the longest in the prayer book.

These factors are not the only unique facets of this prayer:

1.  The standard formula is for 18 (or 19) blessings in the three daily Amida prayers.  The standard for all other days (Rosh Chodesh, Shabbos, Yom Tov) is seven.  The Miussaf of Rosh HaShana has nine blessings.

2.  The role that verse perform in the three middle prayers. There are at least thirty complete verses.  How many in the standard daily Amida of 18 (19) blessings? None.

3.   The silent individual prayer and the public repetition prayer are interrupted by a non-verbal act of prayer, i.e. the blowing of the shofar. On no other occasion does a non-verbal act occur.

4.   We combine two blessings into one, the fourth blessing of the holiness of the day and of the blessing of kingship. The standard rule is that we do not combine blessings.
